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THE PCC WORKING PARTY ON  

FAMILIES, YOUNG PEOPLE AND CHILDREN 

At its first meeting, the working party thought about what we would wish 
for the young people in our church. We came up with three priorities: 

1. To nurture the faith of our young people and children 
2. To ensure that young people and children are fully involved in 

the life of the church, participating in Sunday worship and visible 
to the congregation 

3. To support families as they seek to build a life of faith in their 
homes 

We are blessed at OPC with hardworking volunteers working with our 
young people and children. Our youth volunteers have benefitted 
hugely from the input of Maria. In discussion it was very clear that this 
role could be developed to support the agreed priorities. We would 
welcome the appointment of someone to take on this role. 

A Families, Youth and Children’s Worker could: 
1. Be an advocate for families, young people and children in all 

aspects of church life 
2. Offer volunteers’ advice, training and practical support 
3. Support and develop safe working practice in youth and 

children’s work 
4. Work with families to help them build a life of faith in their homes 
5. Liaise with other churches in Otley to see what they provide for 

families and young people, and to see how we could work in 
cooperation with them 

6. To carry out some of the essential administrative tasks linked to 
work with families, young people and children  

Please let us have your thoughts on what YOU feel our priorities should 
be. 

Please keep us in your prayers as we consider whether and how to 
replace Maria, and how the church could finance this vital work with 
families and young people in the future.
